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Welcome!  We would like to say welcome back to our families who were with us 
last term, and extend this greeting to those of you who have recently joined 
us.  Wow - what a fabulous start to a new term!  The children that moved from 
the nursery have transitioned really well into the preschool routine.  Our new 
children have also settled in well and are getting to know the routine of both 
nursery and preschool.   We have also had some reports that the children who 
went to their respective primary schools have settled in well.  We would also 
like to welcome our fish, which have been named by the children asñBarry, 
Sally and Freddie Mercury!  Can your child spot who is stuck in the tank? 

We have asked you to send us in some photographs via email or Tapestry of 
your family which we will print off and encourage your child to cut out and 
make into a collage.  This gives us the opportunity to get to know you all, have 
something familiar to talk to your child about and also for them to practise 
their fine motor skills using scissors.   We will be doing the same with the 
Under 2s as this also makes them feel valued and part of the setting. 



We have explored inside the setting and also both areas outside.  The setting 
has changed quite a lot on the outside and the children have actually showed a 
keen interest in the building that has been going on.  The fence was put up by 
Joe and his team from õGreen Jiantõ and they worked through whatever 
weather was thrown at them.   The building work has been copied in the 
childrenõs role play.  

Other new things to look out for are our new gates, again installed by ôGreen 
Jiantõ who kindly repositioned our preschool sign for us. We have also got a 
new Parents Information Board on the left as you walk to the preschool which 
currently shows the children photographs of their Key Persons.  It will soon 
have pictures of our Directors on plus any useful information you may want to 
know.  

For the last 2 weeks the children have been getting used to the routines of 
both Preschool and Nursery.  We have slightly changed our routines  - so the 
staff are also getting used to these.  We now start snack and group times at 
1015 hrs and sit down for lunch at 1230 hrs, instead of 1200 hrs. Weather 
permitting, the Under 2s use the rear garden and after lunch the preschool 
children use this area.   



In the playground, the children have used some new 
equipment, again donated by Cowes Primary School in the 
form of double trikes. Other physical activities such as 
obstacle courses and balancing have also been taking place. 
The under twos have been outside playing with sand and 
water and enjoying the fresh air. 

We have continued with our messy play in both settings, 
using gloop, paint and sand. Lissie has repainted the large 
blackboard in the playground and the children have painted 
pictures and then cleaned them off with water and rollers. 

We have made use of the sunshine (in between the torrential downpours) and 
thankfully the children still love a good dance.  The large Pom Poms donated to 
us from Cowes Primary School have been put to the test -  and well received.  
When the sun hasnõt been shining, we have been out with the powder paints 
and brushes making the playground just as colourful as the pom poms.   



Other activities that have taken place during the last two weeks, including 
looking at books, listening to stories, mark making, colour sorting and using 
scissors to develop their fine motor skills. 

In the back garden we now have a different set of steps leading up to the 
treehouse which has challenged the childrenõs self-confidence, but they 
tackled these well and used them safely and confidently. The mud kitchen has 
been popular again and we are finally getting our green grass back due to the 
amount of rain we have had. Some of the children made their own rain 
shelters in the playground.
